TIP You should be able to fit two fingers 
between a correctly fitted collar and  
your dog’s neck.

•	 The collar should be the correct weight for your dog – bigger 
dogs can have heavier collars. Soft nylon or leather collars are 
best for puppies.

•	 The collar should fit snugly so it won’t slip off but is not too 
tight. 

You should be able to fit two fingers between a 
correctly fitted collar and your dog’s neck.

•	 Regularly check your puppy’s collar to ensure it 
has not become too tight as your puppy grows 
rapidly. 

•	 Choke chains are not recommended, 
particularly in young puppies. Instead 
consider gentler options such as a Halti 
or Gentle leader. 

•	 ID tags are highly recommended to help 
identifying a lost or injured pet.
